THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE PANAMA MARITIME AUTHORITY, in use of its legal powers, and

WHEREAS:

That by Law Decree No. 7, of February 10t', 1998, is created the Panama Maritime Authority, and vadous maritime

entities of te public administnation \,verc unified and it wæ established among 
'rb 

furrctions to: propose, coordinate and

execute he National Madtime Strategy; recommend policies and actions, execute adminbtative acß; and enforce the

lEal and regulative standards witr regard to te maritime secto[ and to monitorthe strict compliance of te established

in ûeaties, conventions and intemational instuments natified bythe Republic of Panama, related to he maritime sector.

That according to te establ'shed in Article 4, Numeral 3 of Law Decree No. 7 of February 10t', 1998, beside other

functiom, te Panama Madtime Autrority is autpdzed to rEulate he measuremenb in order to protect tte national

interests of the maritime spaces and innerwaters.

That inside the organic structure it is found the General Directorate of Seafarers, body of administrative

services and program execution, which its functioning and intemal organization are adjusted to the specified in

the Law Decree No. 7 of February 10tt', 1998 modified by Law No. 57 August 6th, 2008 and in addition, in the

regulations that are dictated in its development.

That the article 7 of Law Decree No. I of February 26ti', 1998, establishes that all seafarers on board of a

Panamanian flag vessel, must have a certificate of competency issued by the Panama Maritime Authority in

compliance with the national laws, authorizing its owner to execute the functions of the described position in

the mentioned certificate.

Likewise, Article 10 of Law Decree No. 8 of February 26ü', 1998, establishes that the Panama Maritime

Authority will determine the sub-classifications of personnel, taking in consideration the specific teams of

experience, vessel type training, type of navigation, in accordance of national laws.

That through Resolution J.D. N0.025-2016 of May 16h, 2016, were approved the regulations regarding the

certification of seafarers working on jurisdictional Panamanian waters.

That the Panama Maritime Authority is responsible to guarantee that seafarers have the certifications and

necessary aptitudes to perform their functions, and in this way, to veil for the safety of human life and sea

goods, as the protection of the marine environment, reason why it is necessary to update the Resolution

J.0.25-2016 of May 16th, 2016, about the certification of seafarers working on jurisdictional Panamanian

waters, because of the changes occuned in the maritime industry, and the use and custom of the region.

That Numeral3 of Article No. 18 of Law Decree No. 7 of February 26th, 1998 establishes that it belongs to the

Board of Directors of the Panama Maritime Authority to adopt the administrative, scientific and technological

policies to promote and ensure the competitiveress and profitability of the maritime sector and the

development of their human resources; to structure, to rule, to determine, to set, to change and to impose

taxes and tariffs for the services rendered by the Authority.
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That by virtue of the foregoing and in order with the purpose to regulate the technical documentation and the

issuance of certificates of competency for seafarers working on jurisdictional waters of the Republic of

Panama, the Board of Directors of the Panama Maritime Authority, using the faculties confened by the Law

Decree No. 7 of February 10h of 1998,

BE IT RESOLVED:

FIRST: To approve te minimum requirements for he issuance of tte certificalions of seafarers working in

jurisdictional waters of the Republic of Panama on board of Panama flag vessels.

SECOND: To the efiects of tris Resolution and wihout conûary disposition expressed in oû¡er sense, the

following definitions will rule:

1. Vessel of passengers: vessel fansporting more han 12 passengers.

2. Vessel of passengerc of wheeled transship: vessels hat transporb passengers and also

wheeled Euipment.

3. Tankervæsel: vessel tansprting pefoleum or'rb dedvatives, chemical prcducb or liquefied

gases.

4. Cabotage: coastal maritime tade and faffc in the jurMictional waters of he Republic of

Panama.

5. Seafarer: any crew member which is not te captain.

6. Coastal navigation: is te one hat is made up to a distance of 50 nautical miles rneasured

from tre coast or the navigaüon hat takes place in rivers or ib moutt, or in lakes or bet¡'¡een

he islands of an archipelago.

7. Caryo vessel: any vessel transporting dry merchandise, or adapted to te in bulk

hansportation of any type of liquids.

8. Fishing vessel: any væsel used to capture fishes, shdmps ø any other alive species of the

madne flona and fauna.

9. Pleasure vessel: any vessel of private usage destined to pleasure navigation ard / or sport

fshing.

10. Captain: Person in ctrarge of he management of a pleasure, fishing or caço vessel in

jurisdictional Panamanian waters.

I l. Passengers: Any person ûrat is not member of the crew of a vessel.
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12. Tugboat: vessel destined to special services like mooring and casting ofi mareuvers in porb of

jurisdictionalwaters of the Republic of Panama, such æ vesseltowage, port assistance, rescue

and ofters.

13. License: Document issued by te Panama Maritime Aufrority that allor,ra ib lEitimate holder

to provide the service to the determined position and to perform he functions expected fortre

level of responsibility specified in te jurisdictional waters of fe Republic of Panama.

14. GT: Gross tonnage.

THIRD: To establish hat every solicitude or application for a Seafarer's license v'rcrking on judsdictional waters of he
