Que mediante Ley No. 4 de 15 de mayo de 1992, la Reptblica de Panama se constituyd en parte del
Convenio Internacional sobre Normas de Formacion, Titulacion y Guardia de la Gente de Mar de
1978 (STCW '78 enmendada), en virud del cual se establecen las normas minimas sobre formacién
y fitulacion para fa gente de mar a bordo de buques.

Que por medio de la Resolucién ADM. No.106-2008 de 22 de septiembre de 2008, se apryeban las
normas nacionales relativas a las horas de descanso y guardia de la gente de mar, en cumplimiento

de las exigencias impuestas por el Convenio STCW 1978, enmendado, en virtud de las Reglas VIIi{1
y Villi2,

Que mediante la Resclucidn ADM. No, 084-2008 de 08 de agosto de 2008, se aprobd (a
implementacion del Titule de Oficial de Proteceion de Buques, de acuerdo a las normas nacionales e
internacionales para fa Titulacion de fa Gente de Mar de conformidad con las exigencias impuestas
por et Convenio Internacional sobre Normas de Formacion, Titulacisn y Guardia para la Gente de

Que para assqurar a efectividad y control de la Administracion Maritima Panamefia en la
implementacion de las Enmiendas de Manita 2010, al Convenio internaciona: sobre Normas de
Formacion, Titulacidn y Guardia de la Gente de Mar, 1978 enmendado {Convenio STCW '78,
ermendado) y a su Cédigo de Fermacion, Titulacion y Guardia para la Gente de Mar, es menester
del Administrador de la Autoridad Maritima de Panamé mantener actualizados los instrumentos de

RESOLUTION ADM. No. 148-2011

THE ADMINISTRATOR OF THE PANAMA MARITIME AUTHORITY, in use of his legal powers, and

WHEREAS:

That by Law Decree No. 7, of February 10" of 1998, is created the Panama Maritime Authority and
it was assigned among its functions to: recommend policies and actions, exercise acts of
administration, as well as to enforce the legal and regulative standards with regard to the
Maritime Sector.

That Article 3 Law Decree 7 of February 10" of 1998 establishes as main objectives of the Panama
Maritime Authority the administration, promotion, regularization, projection, and execution of
policies, strategies, legal and regulatory standards, plans, and programs that are directly, indirectly
or connectively related with the functioning and development of the Maritime Sector.

That through Law N°4 of May 15" of 1992, the Republic of Panama has become Party of the
International Convention on Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers,
1978, as amended (1978 STCW Convention, as amended), in which has been established the
minimum standards of training and certification for seafarers on board of ships.

That through the Resolution ADM No0.106-2008 of September 22™ of 2008, it was approved the
national standards regarding the resting and watchkeeping time of seafarers, in compliance of the
demands imposed by the 1978 STCW Convention, as amended, by virtue of Regulations VIII/1 and
VIII/2.

That through the Resolution ADM N°084-2008 of August 8™ 2008, it was approved the
implementation of the Ship Security Officer Certificate, according with the national and
international standards for the Certification of Seafarers in accordance with the requirements
imposed by the International Convention on Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping
for Seafarers, as amended in 1995 (1978 STCW Convention, as amended), and the International
Ship and Port Security Code (ISPS Code).

That the International Maritime Organization (IMO) of June 25™, 2010, adopted through the
Resolution 1 and 2 of the Conference of the Parties of Manila 2010 (2010 Manila Amendments),
the amendments to the International Convention on Standards of Training, Certification and
Watchkeeping for Seafarers, 1978, and the amendments to the Seafarers’ Training, Certification
and Watchkeeping (STCW) Code; which will be entering into force on January 1%, 2012.

That through Resolution J.D. N°055-2008 of September 18™, 2008, the Administrator of the
Panama Maritime Authority was authorized to regulate the technical topics which were
competence of this Institution, and due legal provisions are not ascribed to the General
Directorates of this entity, related to the enforcement of the international conventions in
maritime affairs.

That in order to ensure the effectiveness and control of the Panamanian Maritime Administration
in the implementation of the 2010 Manila Amendments to the International Convention on



Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping of Seafarers, 1978, as amended (1978 STCW
Convention, as amended), and its Seafarers’ Training, Certification and Watchkeeping Code; it is

job of the Administrator of the Panama Maritime Authority keeping updated the instruments of

mandatory nature, of which Panama is signatory; therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED:

TO ADOPT the Resolution 1 in all its parts, and the Annex 1 of the Resolution 2
adopted on June 25", 2010, through the 2010 Manila Amendments, to the
International Convention on Standards of training, Certification and Watchkeeping
for Seafarers, 1978, as amended (1978 STCW Convention, as amended) and its
Seafarers’ Training, Certification and Watchkeeping Code, respectively.

TO APPLY the Resolution 1 in all its parts and the Annex 1 of the Resolution 2
adopted on June 25" 2010, through the 2010 Manila Amendments to the
International Convention on Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping
for Seafarers, 1978, as amended (1978 STCW Convention, as amended) and its
Seafarers’ Training, Certification and Watchkeeping Code, respectively.

TO ORDER the General Director of Seafarers to communicate through Circulars to
all maritime community, including the Maritime Centers recognized and
authorized by the Panama Maritime Authority, the compliance of the 2010 Manila
Amendments, adopted through this Resolution.

That at the time of onboard or ashore training for seafarers, the Maritime Training
Centers recognized and authorized by the Panama Maritime Authority through the
General Directorate of Seafarers must comply with the 1978 STCW Convention, as
amended, STCW Code, as amended, and other provisions that the Panamanian
Maritime Administration issue.

That this Resolution will enter into force since its publication in the Official Gazette
of the Republic of Panama.
